1. Date of entry 22th of June 2009. Entry after that is possible until 60 minutes before the class starts at a double start fee. All classes are open for pure bred Arabian horses registered in a of WAHO approved studbook.  In order to compete for the Swedish championships the rider has to be Swedish citizen. Classes marked with * are open for part bred with at least 25% Arab horse. These horses must be registered in a of WAHO, or any other, for Arabian part bred, approved studbook. Part bred are competing in segregated classes except for class 48 where part bred  and purebreds  are competing against each other.

2. Entry is to be made either electronically klick HERE: or manual. Electronic entry forms are even available at www.sahf.se,  www.ahis.se,  and www.thenordicchallenge.se, as well as entry form to be printed out and sent by mail. Manual entry forms are to be sent  to:

The entry form should be filled out thoroughly  including reg. no. Uncompleted entry form may be administrated as not received. 

3. The entry fee, 300 SEK, together with the stable fee in §7below, shall be registered on  SAHF account not later than the 27th of June 2009. The SAHF´s bank account  IBAN no: SE02 9500 099 6026 41 46 1393 and BIC: NDEASESS. Starting fees are to be paid at show office when arriving to the event. Entered rider and horse will have to withdraw from the event not later than the 10th of Juny in order not to be charged for their starting fees. 
4. For accommodation please refer to www.sverigeturism.se/tuinfo/ or www.nasbyholm.com. There is special space for caravans and tents. Such place is to be booked with Susanna Paus by phone, +46 152 700 83. A small fee of 100 SEK will be charged together with an additional 50 SEK if electricity is required. These fees are to be payed att the event. Restrooms and Showers will be available. 
5. The organizer is continuously working on negotiating sponsoring for better prizes for winners.

6. If total amount of entries is less than 25 the competitions will be cancelled. Each class requires a minimum of 5 entries.  In order to announce a Nordic open champion, at least 3 countries has to participate. Championships titles are not available for part bred. In case entries succeeds the maximum available are for a class, the purebreds has priority.

7. Price for accommodation of the horses is 750 SEK/Horse/Meeting or 300 SEK/Horse/day.. Price will be deducted by 100 SEK/100 km over 150 km for long traveling horses. Horses from the island of Åland may deduct 200 SEK for the ferry and horses from other parts of Finland may deduct 300 SEK for the ferry trip. Maximum deduction rate for all is 400 SEK. An additional 100 SEK has to be paid as an deposit for stable cleaning. The passport of the horse shall be turned in to the show office and will be returned to the owner when  a clean stable has been shown for the stable crew. 

8.  Booking of stable box is made in the entry form. The organizer is not responsible for the horses stabled at the event.  Full stable accommodation should be paid together with the admission fee. If entered  rider/horse hasn’t withdrawn their entry before the 10th of July 2009  the stable fee will not be returned. Horses that are approved for reduced stable fee will get the fee accounted for when paying the start fees at the office.

9. The dressage and show jumping on the 25 and 26 of July will be ridden indoors but the dressage tests and show jumping on  the 24th will be ridden outdoor if weather permits. Western riding will take place both out and indoors, halter and driving will be conducted outdoor on turf, weather permits. All preparation riding will be outdoors. Speed and cross country will be conducted on turf.

Details will be exposed in the notice to riders.

10. Please observe that helmet, security vest long sleeved shirt, and broods on at least the forward hoofs is compulsory in the speed and cross country classes. Whip and spurs are not allowed in the speed. Security vest is, apart from helmet, compulsory for youngsters under 18 when performing show jumping.

11. Start number signs. to be set on the horses will be available at the show office if riders does not bring their own, which is desired. A deposition of 50 SEK is required and will be returned when the signs has been turned back to the office.

12. Veterinarian inspection is mandatory for all horses participating in showjumping, pole bending, Cross country  and speed. This inspection will be made once a day for horses concern. But the veterinarian fee of 175 SEK is only paid once.

14. Accurate proof of flu vaccination for equine influenza shall be shown at the show office together with the horse´s passport, before unloading the horse.
15. The event will be governed by  ECAHO:s Green Book which can be downloaded at www.ecaho.org. A paper copy of Green Book will also be available at show office. Some small discrepancies will be made for safety reasons etc and they will be announced for riders when checking in at show office..
16. There are four different levels of difficulty concerning all-round classic riding; The Classic Trial cup, the silver cup, the golden cup, and the super cup. Western all-round is offered in 3 levels: western trial (C), Silver star (B) and Gold star (A). Silver star and Gold star is ridden at the same time. The difference is that riders that also participates in the Nordic open championships will be separated from the younger riders by placing them in the Gold star cup.  Participants riding the 100 classes and the 90 classes will be placed in the Gold Star cup.
17. SC/NC in dressage and showjumping will be conducted in two separate tests category  44 and 46 for dressage and category 41 and 61 for showjumping. The winner I each of this championships will be awarded 700 SEK.
18. SC/NC in western will be ridden in 6 categories (A), (103 – 108). 
The first three contestants in each of these disciplines will be awarded medals. The winner in each class will be awarded 500 SEK.

A “High Point rider” will be appointed.

19 The classic Trial Cup involves class 11, 12, 03, 04,  51-53 , 06, 72 and 73. 

The classic Silver cup involves class 21,  22,  03, 04,  51-53,  06, 72, and  73. 

The classic Gold cup involves class 31, 32, 03, 04, 51-53, 06, 72, and  73.

The classic Super cup involves class 41, 42, 03, 04,  51-53,  06,  76 and  74.

The western Trial Cup involves class 83, 84, 85, 86, 87,03, 51-53, 72, and  73

The western Silver Star/Golden Star cup involves class 03, 51-53, 93, 94, 95, 96, 97, 98, 76,and 74.

Which of the classes 51 – 53 the horse belongs to depends on if it is a mare, gelding or stallion. These categories are mandatory for all cups. To compete in a cup the horse has to attend at least four categories including one of the above, and for a “classic” cup at least either dressage or show jumping.

Ribbons will be handed to horses in the classes according to Swedish National rules. The same goes for horses competing in an all-round competition.. The first three contestants in the Classic Super cup will be awarded medals and prize money; 800 – 400 – 200 SEK. 

Please observe that the class with the highest difficulty determines which cup participants will be placed in.
20.Notice to riders will be published at www.thenordicchallenge.se, www.sahf.se  and www.ahis.se not later              than the 11th of July 2009.

21.If there are any discrepancies of how to interpret the content of this invitation, the Swedish version shall be used as the correct one. 

Notice:

A classic competition for riders at the age of 4 – 6 years will be conducted on the 25 th of July. There will be no fee for participants if the horse has entered other Classes. Send an email to g.ericsson@telia.com if interest for this competition exists.

Price for best “Retired Returner” will be awarded. The winner will be appointed by a jury. This part is open for riders that has past the age of 45 and is not riding on regular bases any more.
